 I Conference fees and deadlines 

Standard abstract submission by deadline for conference abstract can be done through webpage 

https://www.conftool.org/latinmag2019/. After creating a user account, you will be able to register and 

send your abstract. Deadline for early registration has been extended to 15th of June, normal and late 

submission have not been modified.

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II Abstract format 

Deadline for abstract submission has been extended until 21st of July de 2019. Abstract submission and 

registration has to be done though our link https://www.conftool.org/latinmag2019/.  

II.1 Submission guidelines 

1. There is no maximum number of contributions per author 
2. A summary template for abstract submission is available and can be directly 

downloaded from the webpage.  
3. The main text is free format, it is recommended but not compulsory that you include 

asides. It should start with a short introduction followed by a motivation or objectives, 
procedures or methodologies, results and conclusions at the end; each topic in separate 
paragraphs. Acknowledgments can be included in a paragraph or line at the end of the 
main text. The figures and / or tables referred to in the text must be added at the end of 
the text (1 on each page). A maximum of 4 elements per contribution will be accepted in 
any combination (4 figures, or 4 tables, 2 figures and 2 tables, etc). Figures resolution 
should be between 150 and 200 dpi (or dpi).  

4. The maximum length of the text is 2300 words, including: Title, authors, affiliations, 
abstract, keywords, and footnotes of figures and / or tables.  

5. To upload the summary, you must enter the link 
https://www.conftool.org/latinmag2019/, and login introducing your username and 
password.  

6. Afterwards, you need to enter the option "your submission" and complete the form 
with the required information.  

7. After clicking on continue, you will be asked to upload the file in pdf format.

 We remind all students who want to apply for financial support to submit their abstracts 
before June 21, and email to our conference email address latinmag2019@uoh.cl. You must include at 
the heading of your message the sentence “Request for economic support”. Additionally include the 
following information: Affiliation, updated CV summarized and a letter (maximum 1 page) indicating 
the reasons for which support is requested. We are currently making all our efforts to obtain external 
support that allows us to grant the greatest amount of scholarships. 
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IV Special edition at “Journal of South American Earth Science” 

 We have the great pleasure to announce that the Journal of South American Earth Sciences 

will publish a thematic issue under the theme "New advances in Paleomagnetic and Magnetic Fabric 

Studies in Latin America" in 2020, based on contributions to LatinMag 2019. The range of topics is broad 

enough to incorporate a significant part of the research in the field of Earth Sciences carried out by the 

LatinMag community. If you are planning to submit a manuscript to the special number based on your 

abstract, send an email to latinmag2019@uoh.cl, indicating title and authors of the abstract. Unless 

indicated by the principal author, preliminary title and list of co-authors will be the same of the 

submitted abstract. The deadline for submitting the manuscripts has been set as February 28th 2020. 

Invited Editors for this special issue are: Augusto Rapalini (Argentina), Fernando Poblete (Chile), Cecilia 

Caballero (Mexico) and Irene Raposo (Brasil). 

 IV General Organization of the Conference 

The conference will take place between Monday 18th of November, and Friday 22nd of November 2019. 

The registration of those attending the conference will take place on Monday, between 9:30 and 13:10 

hrs. Simultaneous to the registration, between 14:00 and 17:10 hrs, a workshop will be held. Between 

17:30 and 18:30 hrs, we will have a guest talk. Between 18:30 and 22:00 will take place the official 

opening and the traditional "ice breaker". 

On Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays in the morning oral presentations and posters will be held, 

which will be organized according to the 4 major sessions in which the congress has been divided: (a) 

Evolution of the earth and planetary magnetic field: models, current and past data, (b) Earth 

Geodynamics: paleogeography and tectonic evolution, (c) Rock Magnetism and (d) Magnetism methods 

and applications. 

Thursday afternoon will be assigned to a round table with the aim of encouraging the interaction of 

researchers and undergraduate and graduate students from different laboratories to work on a common 

problem. For this, during the meeting, 4 key issues will be chosen associated with each of the proposed 

sessions, which will be addressed and discussed in this instance by the different working groups that are 

formed there. After the round table, the LatinMag assembly will be held and the meeting will be closed. 

For Friday, we are organizing field trips and sightseeing visits for conference participants. Soon we will 

have more information about these activities, including the maximum number of participants and 

prices.
